6.2. Further details and remarks on the proposed ming in Churchu CD Block

On its western side, Churchu CD Block is bordefaykagaon CD Block with only a few forest villaglest
untouched so far before the large mining areas ruBdedam Mining Block (no. 13) proposed there in the
northern part, and the other large mining area ubdenari Mining Block ( no. 17) proposed there further south
(cf. Barkagaon CD Block map in para 5.0.2.).
